Entering a New Estimate 
 

On the Customer tab, select NTAR times style 
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Vehicle Selection 
 

Only vehicles with NTAR times will be displayed in the Vehicle Selection screen. To select a 
vehicle, double click in any of the “Vehicle Make Model Series” fields. 

 

Enter a model or vehicle description.  

Select the vehicle being repaired 
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Paint Type 
 

NTAR allows different paint times for different layers. Different rates also apply for different price 
groups.  PPG have combined the Price group and layer codes into one selection.  The Letter (S 
or M) indicates either Solid or Metallic, the first number indicates the price group (S12) and the 
second number indicates the number of layers (S12).

Once selected, Estimate Manager will use  the paint materials rate loaded in the insurance 
company against the given price code.  It will also pick up the correct labour figure 
corresponding to the selected layers for the model. 

 

Entering the Estimate 
 

 

 

The Job Details screen has 4 extra columns when entering NTAR estimates. 

Blend  used to indicate that the panel being quoted for painting, is a blend 

Allow   displays the extra time allowed for a paint operation 

Materials  displays the Paint materials allowed for the given labour time 

Consum  displays either the Panel or Paint consumables allowed for the given labour time. 
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Because NTAR uses different rates, the tick sheets used until now, can not be used for NTAR. 
The times in NTAR have been adjusted to allow for the higher rate being paid.  Therefore, not 
all items that you may  have used in the past are available in NTAR.  We have tried to map the 
existing aplha codes (eg FB for Front Bar). However, this is not always possible. 

If you were used to using numeric codes, the codes have, in many cases, been multiplied by 10 
(eg Bonnet used to be item number  76.In NTAR, it is now item number 760. Some items have a 
new number, for example Left Front Guard used to be 29, but in some cases under NTAR, it is 
291) 

The ‘Select an Item’ screen displays all the relevant labour items and times. It can be selected 
by clicking on the second spanner. 
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Select the section to be repaired to display the list of operation for that section 

 

 

Double click on the time to select it. For example, in the above screen to select Paint L/H Front 
Guard in and Out, click on 0.96. 

To select R&R L/H Front Guard Including Brackets, double click on 0.63 

As you double click, the items and times will be posted to the Job Details screen.  Repair and 
Parts can also be selected in this manner, but times need to be entered for Repair and part 
number for Parts. 

The list can also be printed and used as a tick sheet at the vehicle. 

You can include Standard and Sundry charges where applicable. These are also displayed in 
an electronic list that can be aded to the estimate in the same way labour items were. 
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Standard charges are dollar amounts for items that may be used on a job, while Sundry charges 
are labour times that are not vehicle specific 

.  
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Estimate Manager calculates many of the allowances allowed under NTAR automatically. 

 

 

 

In the above estimate, we have 2.5 hours repair on the R/F Guard and a 0.8 hour on the L/F 
Guard.  When we come to paint these panels, we are allowed a Labour Loading to cover the 
extra time spent preparing the panels for painting.  Where the repair is over 1 hour, the loading 
is 25% of the panel Out Time. For repairs under 1 hour, the loading is 10%.  Enter the 
appropriate percentage in the % column and Estimate Manager will add the correct labour time 
to the Allow column. 

If we also blend the paintwork into both front doors, NTAR allows extra labour for the blends. 
70% of the panel OUT time that you’re blending into can be added to the estimate. 

To indicate the panels you’re blending in to, select the item from the “Select an Item”  screen 
and then tick the box in the Blend column.  Estimate Manager will automatically calculate the 
correct labour time for the blend and add the word ‘blending’ to the line description. 

Estimate Manager also calculates the Paint Materials, Panel Consumables and Paint 
Consumables for the relevant items.  Where there are no repairs on a job, you will need to add 
the minimum Panel Consumables value to the estimate.
